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Description of the discipline

The purpose of studying the discipline "History of international law" is to acquaint students with the
process of the emergence, formation and historical development of international law, which includes: the
study of the regularities of the emergence and development of norms, principles and institutions of
international law, the historical periodization of this law, the characteristics of the processes of historical
transformation of international law, the stages of interaction between international law and national legal
systems; the development of an understanding of the main theoretical concepts of international law and their
elements; to develop an idea of the main elements and components of the system of international law by
studying their historical development; develop the skills of international legal, historical, comparative legal
analysis and international legal forecasting. As a result of studying the academic discipline, the student
should

know:
