The purpose of teaching the discipline "Comparative Criminal Procedure" is to reveal the place 

and importance of criminal procedure in national legal systems, as well as to familiarize students with 

the provisions of evidence law, the initiation of criminal prosecution and investigation of criminal cases, 

criminal proceedings in courts of first instance and review of court decisions in Ukraine and states of the 

common law legal system. 

The main objective of the course "Comparative Criminal Procedure" is to study the criminal 

procedure of the main legal systems of our time, to acquire the ability to apply a comparative approach 

to the study of criminal law institutions of Ukraine and foreign countries, to provide a critical view of 

the study of domestic criminal procedure, as well as the ability to use the acquired knowledge in practice.
