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Description of the discipline

The discipline "Law of international responsibility and international justice" is aimed at forming
students' thorough theoretical knowledge, modern constructive thinking and developing practical skills
regarding the systematization of the norms of the law of responsibility in international law; understanding
the concepts of international illegal act and international offense; responsibility of the main subjects of
international law; application of means of implementation of international responsibility; determination of
the main development trends and gaps in the modern doctrine of responsibility in international law;
practices of international judicial bodies regarding current issues of international law - territorial disputes,
violations of norms of international humanitarian law; protection of the state's national interests in the
bodies of international justice.
